
these 1 O patients ha ve allready had an antibiotic treatment at the moment of 
the assay. One out of 12 cases of vi rai meningitis had a value of CRP = 3 3 
mg%, ali thc remainder cases having values under 1,85 mg<'/o. We record~d 
highly significant differences between the two patient groups for CRP 
(p<O,OOl), ESR (p<O,Ol), protein concentration in CSF (p<O,OOI). 
Differences recorded for fever, concentration of glucose in CSF, glucose in 
CSF/glycemia ratia, number of leucocytes in peripheric blood and 
percentage of neutrophilis in peripheric blood, were not significant (p>0,5). 
Data were analysed also by box-plot method which facilitates the visual 
appraisal of the differences recorded bev.veen the two etiological groups. In 
conclusion, assays of CRP and ESR may be used as differentiation tests for 
bacterial meningitis versus vira! meningitis, when assay is done before the 
antibiotic treatment, being sufficient sensitive, and easy to perform. 
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Au fost analizate 12 cazuri cu meningită recidivantă internate în 
Clinica Boli Infecţioase Craiova în perioada 1989-1994. Cazurile au 
predominat la femei (58,3%) intervalul de vârstă fiind cuprins între 17-64 de 
ani (47,2±16,8%). Etiologia a fost dominată de Pneumococ(91,6%). 
Numărul de episoade a variat între 2-14. Intervalul dintre debutul bolii şi 
momentul internării este semnificativ mai mic decât în celelalte meningite. 
Numărul de elemente este semnificativ scăzut 4597±2343, comparativ cu 
alte meningite. Răspunsul terapeutic (la penicilină) a fost rapid pentru 
fiecare puseu. 
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12 cases of relapsing meningitis had been admited and treated in the 
Clinica! Hospital of Infectious Diseases Craiova between 1989-1994. The 
age range ofthe investigated subjects was between 17-64 (47,2±16,8%), the 
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
